Completed in 2002, "Despite Treblinka" gathers the life story of three survivors of the
prisoners' rebellion in the extermination camp of Treblinka in August, 1943. The film
received the Special Prize of the Jury of the XX International Film Festival of Uruguay

2002. It was premiered in commercial theaters in July 26, 2002, and was exhibited for
more than four consecutive weeks. It was selected for the 24th. International Film
Festival in Havana, Cuba, in December 2002.

In May 2008, the course "The universal legacy of the
Shoah" took place in ORT Uruguay University. In that
course, 40 state high school teachers were trained on
the Shoah and the difficulties of its teaching.
